Dear Assembly Member Nuñez,

SB 120 will give consumers like me the information we need to make healthy food choices in chain restaurants. I want that information to be posted on menus and menu boards so I can use it to help me decide what to order for myself and my family. Please support SB 120 and make sure that it gets to the Assembly floor for a final vote.

A recent Field Research Poll showed that 84% of registered voters in California (78% of Republicans and 88% of Democrats) agree with me that chain restaurants should be required to post nutritional information on menus and menu boards. 

With almost half of adults (44%) eating at restaurants on any given day, nutritional information at the point of sale is a critically important obesity prevention strategy. 

SB 120 will be simple for chain restaurants to implement because it applies only to standard menu items (not to special orders or daily specials). At the same time, SB 120 will have only nominal financial impact on restaurants because these restaurants update their menus and menu boards already, and most large chains already have nutrition information about their menu items. 

I want to make healthy food choices for myself and my family when we eat out. SB 120 will help us do that.
